1. HIGHLIGHTS

= Brazil exported 132.8 thousand tonnes of cotton in June 2025, a 17.2% reduction compared to
that shipped in June 2024.

= Bangladesh, Turkey and Vietnam were the main buyers for the month, accounting for 72,933
tonnes, or 55% of total shipments.

» Cumulative exports for the 2024/25 marketing year reached 2.708 million tonnes by the end of
June, an increase of 7.7% compared to the same period in 2023/24.

2. STATUS OF BRAZIL'S COTTON CROP Market Year: Aug-24 to Jul-25
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3. 2025 CROP

The projections for Brazil's cotton crop were updated by Abrapa on June 30th. The projected planted
area is maintained at 2.14 million hectares in 2025 — 10.3% higher than in 2024. The production
estimate increased to 3.96 million tonnes — 7% higher than in 2024.
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Planting season in Brazil starts in November of the previous year

Cotton Lint Production (in million tonnes)
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The average vyield for the 2025 crop reached 1.849 kg/ha, representing a 2.9% decrease
compared to 2024.

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4. EXPORT SHIPMENTS

In June, Brazil exported 132.8 thousand tonnes of cotton (-17.2% compared to the same month in
2024), generating US$ 213.8 million in export revenues.

Volume of Cotton Exported (in 1.000 tons)
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Brazil's cotton exports in June reached a cumulative total of 2.708 million tonnes, an increase of
7.7% compared to the August—June period in the 2023/24 season. This is a record volume for
Brazil for the August-June period. Even with one month remaining in the 2024/25 marketing year,
performance has already surpassed that of 2023/24.

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From August 2024 to June 2025, Brazil exported 2.708 million tonnes of cotton (+7.7%
compared to the same period in 2023/24). As a result, revenue generated by exports
totalled US$ 4.643 billion.
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5. 2023/24 MARKET YEAR EXPORTS AND DOMESTIC USE

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6. PRICES

In June, the CepealEsalq indicator dropped by 1.2% and closed the month at 76.35 US$ cents per
pound while ICE prices dropped by 7.4% in the same year. Over the last 12 months, domestic prices
have risen by 7.5%.
